Gold and Silver Exchange in Liverpool on June 14 so that
Dale could open, count, certify, and then seal in the ballots
from the election and bylaws votes.

Shirley Scialdo of Utica was elected president. Other of-
ficers are: Edmund Wlodarski, vice president; Mark Caiello,
treasurer, and Terry Campbell, secretary. Campbell replaces
former secretary John A. Cali.

Amendments to the Constitution and Bylaws passed.
These changes are:

Constitution

Article 4 Section 1: Second sentence: “These officers, the editor,
and past presidents ...” Delete “the editor.”

Article 5 Section 1: First sentence: “... the consent of two-thirds of
the members present.” Change two-thirds to “three-quarters’

Bylaws

Article 2 Section 1: “Elected and appointed officers shall serve a
one year term. Exceptions to this are the president and vice presi-
dent who serve one two-year term.” Replace with “Elected officers
shall serve one year terms. The President shall serve a two year
term. The President may not serve two (2) consecutive terms
of office.”

Article 2 Section 8: New section: “If an officer has to leave their
office before their term expires, the board will appoint a re-
placement until the next general election.”

Article 3 Section 2: “The board members shall be composed of the
officers, and all past presidents and the editor of the association.”
Delete “the editor of the association.”

Article 3 Section 4: “... simple majority of its members.” Change to
“a minimum of four (4)”

Article 5 Section 4: ‘An individual must be a member in good stand-
ing to run for elected office.” Change to “An individual must be a
member in good standing for at least one year prior to an elec-
tion to run for an elected office.”

Article 9 Section 1: “These Bylaws may be altered or amended at
any regular meeting by the consent of two-thirds of the members
present. Such alteration or amendment shall take effect immediate-
ly upon announcement of such vote by the secretary. The secretary
shall notify all members of proposed changes to be voted upon by

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After 111 Years, Stamps Go Private

BEP 'lo Concentrate on Currency

The federal government printed its last
postage stamps on June 10. The end
to 111 years of stamp production by
the Bureau of Engraving and Printing
(BEP) came without any public cer-
emony in the same 14th Street build-
ing where many of the nation’s most
famous stamps have been printed.

Workers pulled a final roll of
37-cent flag stamps from an aging,
four-color Andreotti press on the
fourth floor. That simple act termi-
nated a once-thriving business that
the Treasury Department agency had -
monopolized for decades. End of a Long Run

ing currency, its other major product.

For Washington’s 60 remaining stamp printers and many stamp collectors, the day
marked a sad transition. Lawrence T. Graves, one of BEP’s senior stamp officials, called it
“bittersweet ... a sad day”

Stamps No Longer Treated as Currency

Finances and what BEP Director Thomas A. Ferguson said was a decision to no longer treat
stamps as currency led postal officials away from the hand-engraved stamps that were the
bureau’s hallmark and toward cheaper, lithographed stamps. In the end, the bureau, with
its elaborate security system, unionized printers, and large government payroll, declared it
could not compete with private printers.

The Postal Service actually began to chip away at the government printing with a
contract that gave some commemorative stamps to private printers in 1978. The private
printers’ share of stamp production grew steadily and accelerated when the agency turned
to self-adhesive stamps in the early 1990s.

When the end approached, the bureau arranged buyouts, retirements, and currency
printing jobs for the stamp printers. They decided against a final ceremony, fearing it might
prove “too maudlin,” said Ferguson, who began his bureau career more than 30 years ago as
a stamp quality expert.

Ironically, many of the stamps the bureau printed in the final week may never be sold. If
the Postal Service wins its recent request for a two-cent hike to a 39-cent stamp, to be effec-
tive early next year, Hudson said, there will no need for the bureau’s last stamp run.

An Offer of Help from BNA

From reading the ESNA Briefs, I see that you have a group of people who want to breathe
new life into ESNA.

We did the same thing with the Buffalo Numismatic Association a few years ago. We
went from a membership of six to over a 200 plus membership. Many people were respon-
sible for the revitalization, but a few members worked countless hours to make this happen.
Norman Peters, Scott Douglass, Rolf and Terry Hjalmarson, and Richard Nachbar were part
of this nucleus. We all know that it takes many hours of tedious work to accomplish any
goal. I would like to share with you some of the strategies we used to revive the BNA.

Think Big
We felt that the first order of business was to hold a world class coin show for the Western
New York area. Think big! Yes, we have monthly local shows, but we wanted to sponsor a
super show! We searched the Buffalo area for a hall to hold a two-day extravaganza. We
wanted to have a bourse of at least 65-75 tables minimum. Many show organizers hold a
show in a small hall which limits the amount of dealers who can attend.

Once the hall was located — and this was well over a year in advance as you always com-
pete with weddings, etc, a price was decided for what we would charge for a table. Included
in the price was the cost of $1,500-$2,000 for what would be put into advertising for the
show. An extra $25 cost to a dealer can be made up with one purchase or sale.

Next was to get dealers from different parts of the country to attend the show. Norm
Peters and I set out to talk to different dealers about our show as we attended coin shows in
different parts of the country. We talked to dealers in New York, Ohio, Pennsylvania. Rhode
Island, Florida, Canada, and other states about our upcoming show. We handed out many,
many contracts. Our bourse was completed by August 1st for our October show. For adver-
tising, we sent notices to all local coin clubs within 300 miles to inform their membership
of our show through their newsletters. We advertised in all coin publication newspapers,
as well as other local community newspapers. Radio, cable TV, and local TV news stations
were informed of our exhibition.

Anyway, our show was a big success. We will be holding our 3rd annual exhibition in
October. We have made money and that has made it possible for the BNA to buy cases and
lamps for out of town dealers to rent when they come to our show. We have been able to
sponsor a yearly picnic for our members, and we are planning a Christmas party, as well.

Happy Dealers Are the Key

The key to a successful coin show is to have the dealers happy. One dealer from down-
state New York did $10,000 worth of business on Saturday last year. Many dealers are happy
to have different dealers available to just do dealer-to-dealer business in the mornings, as
different dealers from different areas have different items available for sale.

We had 23 dealers put a deposit down for this Octobers” show at the end of our 2004
show! I guess they were happy with their results.

The BNA board of directors would be happy to help ESNA with any endeavor they
would like to undertake.

The site is cleanly designed, attractive, and easy to navigate. A limited amount of infor-
mation is also provided in Spanish under a separate link. Of particular note is the speed at
which the pages load.

There is also a special section for collectors that is notable for the quality of its illustra-
tions. They are so good, in fact, that the BEP has watermarked each currency illustration
with the word copPy. The examples shown are far from complete. For instance, postage
currency and fractional currency are lumped under one heading and not all issued Several
denominations of each are not illustrated.

Be aware that to purchase items from the BEP online the collector must create a profile
by filling in a electronic form and then providing an e-mail address and password. Alterna-
tively orders can be placed by telephone or fax.

Two shortcuts to Facts & Trivia and Quick Search are particularly welcome. While the
site does not provide the depth of information required by serious collectors, it does offer
an easy way of getting anwers to common questions.

or decades fractional postage currency and encased postage stamps were univer-
sally despised and shunned by both philatelists and numismatists. These items
created during the Civil War to offset the shortage of coins were ignored by all but
a discriminating few and as a result are now both relatively scarce and command
premium prices.

At the outset of the war in 1861 all U.S. stamps in print were declared invalid for use
so that supplies in Confederate states could not be used to send mail to the north. This
included all issues between 1851 and 1861. (The 1847 issues had been invalidated on July 1,
1851.) Those living in Union states were given a reasonable amount of time to exchange

their old stamps for the new series issued on August 17, 1861.

Coin Hoarding Creates Severe Shortages

The fallout of this and the government’s suspension of specie payments — payment in gold
or silver for the face value of a coin or bill, along with uncertainty over the duration and
outcome of the war, led to currency hoarding, which created a coin shortage so severe that
soon hardly any coins were available to make purchases or change. The value of the metallic
content in circulating coinage quickly became greater than the face value of the coins them-
selves, making it profitable to melt coins for bullion value.

Payment in gold or silver for the face value of a coin
or bill, along with uncertainty over the duration and
outcome of the war, led to currency hoarding ...

The federal government’s authorization of the use of postage stamps as a replacement
for coinage led to runs on post offices and an immediate shortage of stamps. The public
soon discovered that stamps were unsuitable for such use when they were unprotected, as
they soon became unrecognizable sodden masses. Medications usually were dispensed by
pharmacists and doctors in small paper envelopes and these soon were adopted as postage
stamp envelopes. They contained a specified value in stamps and very often had the de-
nomination and the name of the sponsoring merchant on the outside. Those of a larcenous
bent soon discovered it was easy to seal lesser value stamps or even pieces of cut newspaper
into a larger value envelope.

Encased Postage Protected ‘Damaged’ Stamps

This led John Gault to create encased
postage — stamp sealed in a small brass
case with a transparent mica front, which
enabled stamps to be passed like coins
without destroying them. Gault’s invention,
which featured advertising copy embossed
on the back of the case, was patented on
August 12, 1862.

The encased stamps were nearly always 1861 or 1862 regular issues. Gault, who marketed his
invention to eastern merchants mostly in New York, stamped the company name, address and
slogan on the back of the casing and sent the unprepared casings to the merchant. The mer-
chant would purchase stamps in the denominations needed for change and then trim them

to size — damaging them in the eyes of philatelists — and encapsulate them. Gault charged
two to three cents for each casing. This meant that a three-cent denomination actually cost six
cents; not really cost effective, but necessary to carry on trade.

Dr. Lewis Feuchtwanger, a
New York City chemist and
metallurgist, created a second
type of encased postage, the
Feuchtwanger Strip. The rectan-
gular strip had a metal backing
with a mica covering, usually encasing three 3-cent stamps. These strips had open ends and
stamps could be slid in or out. There is uncertainty over whether these were actually created
during the Civil War or a fantasy item from the 1890s. (The example shown here realized $230
in a 1999 Robert A. Siegel auction.)

Postage Currency Supersedes Encased Postage

Postage currency, issued by the U.S. Treasury,
featured postage stamp designs on treasury
paper. U.S. Treasurer Francis E. Spinner

first made the substitute by affixing postage
stamps singly and in multiples to the treasury
paper. He arranged with the Post office to
replace worn stamps with new when neces-
sary. Postage currency technically was not
money, but a way to make stamps negotiable.
Moreover, it could be considered illegal, as it
has not been approved by Congress.

paper. On July 17, 1862, Congress legitimized ittt
Spinner’s solution by authorizing the issuance
of postage currency in 5-, 10-, 25- and 50-cent
denominatons. The new currency was issued
both perforated and imperforate. ;

These remained in use until May 27, 1863. —
On Oct. 10. 1863, a second issue was released. These, and the three issues that followed, did
not show stamps and are called fractional currency. In 1876, a year after the last fractional
currency was printed, Congress authorized minting of silver coins to redeem outstanding
fractional currency. The notes had served well in trade for a decade after the end of the war
as small change continued to be in short supply.

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The Editor’s Notes
How I Discovered Numismatics

My maternal grandfather died unexpectedly in 1949 when I was 10 years old. My parents
and I moved into the family home to care for my grandmother who passed away a few
months later, leaving my mother to take care of the estate.

One of the chores was to open the safety deposit box at the bank whose contents were
unknown to us. It yielded up the usual detritus of a lifetime — mostly deeds and other legal
documents. However, on the bottom was an envelope containing several commemorative
half dollars, a couple of smaller denomination gold pieces, and a few Confederate notes.
This was enough to spark my interest, the 1925 Stone Mountain Memorial being the most
beautiful coin I had ever beheld.

These pieces were added to the silver to the Morgan and Peace silver dollars that my
grandparents had given to me on each Christmas and birthday. I was able to add to that
small hoard by trading in my loose change for the dollars which were then still readily avail-
able at the now long-defunct Northern New York Trust Company. I also occasionally could
acquire a commemorative half before bank employees realized that they too could exchange
their ordinary change for treasure.

Of course, I started the usual penny book. Not long after my mother discovered a sack of
1,300 Indian Head pennies and a few flying eagles in the back of a closet when we started to
clean up the house. Most were badly worn, but I was able to assemble a decent set in reason-
ably good condition. However, it is the story of how all those pennies came to be in a sack
that is of interest.

During the 1920s my grandfather had gone into business for himself. His Northern Cash
Store became cash in name only after the stock market collapsed. He carried half the village
of Brownville on credit until he no longer could keep both his customers and his own fam-
ily afloat. However, those who had been able to pay often did so with small change, includ-
ing the Indian Head cents which were beginning to disappear from circulation. Dimes,
nickels, and quarters were deposited at the Trust Company — an imposing institution with
barred grills separating the tellers from the customers. As far as I could tell, the money only
went one way — into the bank,

The Indian Heads, on the other hand, were tossed into the sack. Why my grandfather did
so nobody can really say, as he was not a collector. I suspect that the commemorative half
dollars were received from cash-strapped customers who needed to put food on the table.

My interest sparked my mother’s interest. For several years one of our favorites activities
was to pick up a few rolls of coins at the bank on Friday afternoon and pick them over the
course of the following week, return the rejects to the bank the following Friday, and begin
the process all over again.

I'd like to say that the items inherited from my grandfather formed the basis of a huge
collection, but it was not to be. I swapped everything but the gold pieces and the penny col-
lections for U.S. stamps, as I was busy filling a Scott’s U.S. Specialized album. I disposed of
the gold during the Gold Rush of the 1970s.
